The lllinois Alternate Assessment (IAA) is
administered to students with disabilities whose Individualized Education Programs (IEPs) indicate that participation in the
ISAT or PSAE would not be appropriate.

Students with disabilities have an IEP (No Child Left Behind Act). An IEP is a written plan for a child with a disability who is
eligible to receive special education services under the Individuals with Disabilities Education Act.

Reading and Mathematics are tested in grades 3 through 8 and 11. Science is tested in grades 4, 7, and 11.

Whitman Post Elementary School continues to strive for academic excellence as is
evidenced by our ISAT test results. While we continue to exceed state standards in all
areas, we want to challenge ourselves to continue to improve our curriculum in order to
maintain this high level of excellence.

The major focus of our school improvement plan for the 2009-2010 school year will be to
analyze data from both the ISAT test and from our local assessment tool, the MAP test
(Measure of Academic Progress, now given in the fall, winter, and spring of each year)
and use this data to target areas in which we feel need improvement. Our teachers meet
four times a year to analyze and interpret this data. In addition to these meetings, the
WPES teachers meet as collaboration teams each week to plan and evaluate the
curriculum, as well as to make decisions about academic interventions that may need to
be implemented in order to ensure the success of each student.

Teachers are also working closely with the district curriculum coordinator to fine-tune
our curriculum at every grade level. We have also employed an instructional coach who
is evaluating our reading curriculum to ensure that proven best teaching practices are
being used in each classroom. Our staff has dedicated our school improvement funding to
attending conferences and workshops relating to the goals in our school improvement
plan.

As educators, we understand that while academics are extremely important, it is also our
goal to educate the whole child. Because of this belief, our school improvement plan also
has a focus on continuing our character education program as well as improving our art,
music, and physical education programs. We welcome parents to become involved in
their children’s education and to participate in the many activities we offer at WPES!
