(IMAGE) is administered to limited-English-proficient students. The lllinois Alternate Assessment (IAA) is administered to
students with disabilities whose Individualized Education Programs (IEPs) indicate that participation in the ISAT or PSAE
would not be appropriate.

Students with disabilities have an IEP (No Child Left Behind Act). An IEP is a written plan for a child with a disability who is
eligible to receive special education services under the Individuals with Disabilities Education Act.

Schools with grade 2 as the highest grade in the school use a state-adopted test in reading and mathematics to meet this
requirement.

In order to protect students' identities, test data for groups of fewer than ten students are not reported.

Our Journey Continues...

At Whitman Post Elementary we will continue to study our past in order to create a
better future. Although we exceed the State Standard in all areas, we continue to
challenge ourselves to do even more. Our school improvement goal over the past five
years has been to have as few children as possible in the “Does Not Meet” category.
Over the years we have taken great strides toward that goal as you will see below.

Since our scores are so high, we study subcategories of skills in reading, math and
science. Our School Improvement Plan includes the subcategories of skills we will focus
on, in order to maintain such overall high scores.

THIRD GRADE:
In reading 91% “Meet” or “Exceed” the State Standard.
In math 97% “Meet” or “Exceed” the State Standard.

FOURTH GRADE:

In reading 86% “Meet” or “Exceed” the State Standard.
In math 96% “Meet” or “Exceed” the State Standard.
In science 96% “Meet” or “Exceed” the State Standard.

FIFTH GRADE:
In reading 92% “Meet” or “Exceed” the State Standard.
In math 94% “Meet” or “Exceed” the State Standard.

This year writing was not tested by the state. We believe that writing skills are too
important not to access in a significant way. Consequently, each child writes two major
essays per year that are scored using previous ISAT scoring criteria. This helps keep our
focus on helping children to write better even though the state did not assess the skill of
writing. These essays are available at conferences.

Our staff development continues to have as its focus: building capacity in teachers so
that they can give more to students each day. We’re learning to integrate technology in a
way that enriches all that we teach and assess.

Besides academics, Whitman Post Elementary School is concerned with good character
development. We have eight themes this year that help build good habits in children.
Hopefully, through monthly character lessons being taught in the classroom, our children
will learn that growing at school is a matter of head and heart.
